2.1. The Biography of Dream Theater

«. The story began in Seplember 1986, When guitanst John Petrucd and
his bassist friend John Myung both attended the Berklee School of Music in
Hoston, and they were looking to form a band in their spare time. They came
#cross drummer Mike Portnov at a chance of Berklee's reheagsal rooms, and
afler a few days chatting they decided to give it a shot, Thff_gnmacted l:aigh
school friend Kevin Moore fill the keybuoardist position, and vocalist Thria
Collins completed the line-up to be known as Majesty. L

The quintet started Jumming in their free time, and Jecorded a short
demo tape consisting of 8 tracks to be distributed around the Inq.ul;‘hrea The
demo tape was called the “Majesty Demos®, and sold 1000 mpl::s within the
first 6 months of availability, Amasingly, the demaos continued to be copied and
distributed by fans and widely available to day. The following November, the
bund underwent their first in o long string of line-up changes as Chris Colling
and Mujesty parted wavs. In need of a singer, the band econtinued writing and
recording demos for about s year to follow, and instrumental versions of somc
future Dream Thesater classics, was conceived.

Finally, in November 1987, the band recruited Charlie Dominici as their
singer and front man. Eager to professionally distribute their democd matecrial,
the band signed to Mechanic Records and started working on “When Dream
and Day Unite”.
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Unfortunately, before they could get too far, a Las Vegas band contacted
them also called Majesty and were forced to change their name. Names were
considered and discarded, until Howard Portnoy, (Mike's father) suggested they
use the name Dream Theater, the name of a now demolished California cinema.

“When Dream and Day Unite” was completed and distributed throughout
the underground Progressive scene, gathering quite a bit of support from
starving progressive rockers wailing for another Yes or Rush masterpicce
albums. Unfortunately, the band was restricted to small clubs and bars as
Mgchanic lacked the size and fu nding to provide a suituble tour programs.

Leaving Mechanic behind them, Dream Theater fired Charlie and was
after a fresh start Unfortunately, finding a suitahle singer would set them back
quite a few years. Chris Cintron, John Arch, Steve Stone and #ohn Hendricks
among others were all auditioned and declined unul finally, in I‘iyz J991, a Irupe
arrived from Canada. It was from glam band Winter Rose's ’w::rnjiit. Kevin
LaBrie, and the band decided that they were interested enough to fly him down
o New York for a proper auditien, -

With Kevin, they performed demo versions of To Live Forgversbdaming to
Live and Take The Time, and decided to pick him over the EUU.:}?htr hopefuls
for the vocal spoil Dream Theater. With 2 Johns and a Kevin ulready in the
band, LaBrie decided to use his middle name, James, as his first name, to side-
step any conlusion on the matter,

ATCO Atlantic {now East West), signed Dreamn Theater for the recording
of the one progressive masterpiece of the 1990s, that is “Images and Words",
Three videos were shot for the album, Pull Me Under [a cheap live video paired
with & totally unrelated story), Take the Time, and Another Day. The band's
hopes were with Another Day, the most radio friendly of the bunch, but
surprisingly it was Pull Me Under that became an MTV hil, In fact, Another Day
still hasn't been played once on the station.
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Radio had already picked up on Pull Me Under, and “Images And Words®
began to gather quite an amount of sales. This was about the time that a ot af
die-hard progressive rock fans from around America became die-hard Dream
Theater fans, and ATCO decide that it was time for a live album and video. Live
at the Marquee was recorded at the Marquee Club in London, and Live in Tokyo
was recorded in Tokye [surprise) during the Music In Progress tour 1993,

The enormous Dream Theater bootleg trading community started to form
around this time, with the majority of Dream Theater shows around the world
beging recorded and distributed. Returmning from the biggest tour of their carecrs,
the band started to record their third studio album fand first with onginal
material) in May 1994, “Awake™ was completed in July the same year, but
before the mixing was complcte, Kevin Moore turned the Dream Theater gang
on their head. Citing musical differences, he announced his inj.’qpﬁunu to leave
Dream Theater and concentrate on his solo music interests. Y

To fill-in for The Waking Up The World Tour, Derek Sherinian was hired
untl they found a permanent replaccment for Kevin. The band was mainly
fnterested in Julliard trained Jordan Rudess, but he had beey. offercd & blace
by the Dixie Dregs, who at the time suited Jordan's needs more closely. Jens
Johansson, [now in Stratovarius| auditioned but was declined, and eventually
the band decided to keep Derek on as full-ime keyboardist,

In April of 1995, after some serious prodding from [ans, Dream Theater
cntered BearTracks Studios once sgain o record the 23 minutes epic “A
Change of Scasons®. Written originally in 1989, the song underwent some major
structural changes, and Derck was given the opportunity to put his own spin
on the keyboard parts. Eventually, on September 19, 1995, the “A Change of
Seasons” EP was released and highly acclaimed by fans,
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A short mini-tour (the 'fix for %6') was completed and Dream Theater took
a lew months off before returning to the studio to write and record ‘Falling Into
Inhimity”. Over 2 CDs worth of material was completed, including a follow- -up to
the "Images And Words™ epic “Metropolis Part 1", Unflortunately, Elektra (their
label at the time, and current label] would not allow & double-CD. Then, Dream
Theater was forced to put an album's worth of material into Mike's basement.

After their enormous Touring Into Infinity world tour, Dream Theater
took a break. But as is the way with workaholic musicians, the metmbers found
oter projects to keep them busy for the year. John Petrucci and Mike tinally
found a way of performing with Jordan Rudess, in the form of the Liguid
Tension Experiment (also featuring bass master Tony Levin). :

Spearheaded by Magna Carta boss Mike Varney and Portfoy, this msmh'
improvised album became legendary among Dream Theater .fana John a.lsr:r
performed lead gnitar on Trent Gardner's Explorer's Club [JI'U_]CCt, and Derek
contributed a solo. James was one of 4 vocalists to appear of the album, and
he also made s guest appearance on Shadow Gallery's third aJI:urrl ?ymn_ny

John Myung and Derek Shernian collaborated with I{J.nga _Hvﬂnnl man
Ty Tabor to create a band that can only be descrbed as King's X with Derel
Shernmian, Platypus, and the debut album: When Pus Comes to Shove, was
recorded.

Amongst all these side- projects, Dream Theater did find a way of
releasing something, in the form of a live 20D and video, The CD, entitled Onee
in a LIVEtime, was recorded over 2 mghts in Europe, and was made up of a very
widely spread collection of Dream Theater tunes. The video contained live
shows, studio experts, and = commentary by Mike Portnoy from the “Images
And Words" days right up until Onee In g LIVESime.
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In1999, started with some SUTPrising news, with Dream Theater
annaouncing that Dream Theater had fired Derck in faver of Jordan Rudess, who
had finally become available. Derek went on to record solo albums, guest spats,
and form Planet X, one of the cornerstones of the progressive and modern-juzz
fusion genre.

Around this time, Dream Theater fans caught wind of what Kevin Moore
was doing when he released s collection of old demos called This Is A Record irg,
Most of the songs on the demo were eventually re-recorded for Kevin's Chroma
Key project (of which there is now 8 sequel, and & third on the way),

James LaBrie was the last Drem Theater member without a sice-project
of some kind until early 1999, when he started work on the MullMuzler project
with Matt Guillory and Mike Mangini. Their album Keep t % Yourself, was
acclaimed amongst progress, but would be overshadowsd by Iir_cu.m Th:ul.e:r'u
next contribution to rock history, Finally, Electra had decided to give. Dream
Theater 100% creative frecdom with {heir next album, and thetresult was one of
the few legendary progressive roclk albuwms ever written, 48

Metropolis Part2: Scenes From A Memory, the 77 minutes ruqk.;u‘pcra' epic
was released in late 1999, and was hailed as the best ::nnu:ept"mhum HiTICe

Conflict occurs simply because there are limits to the number of
Eoals that can be achieved at the same ime, two or more motives
arise simultancously but cach requires as different kind of goal
seeking behavior” (1960 : 3] 1}.

that:

“Conflict iz one of the esscnlial and basic factor in EVETY
frustrating situation. Bince frustration invalves an
insurmountable obstacle and the inability to overcom® it, and
scnse of defeat, there is naturally a conflict between a-fArive and
the obstacle. The conflict as problem-solving which Jis ~often
mistaken for neurotic conflict, the conflict within g peraon, fthe
conflict between person and person, and the conflict _between a
person and his environment™ (1956 ; 23).

The different classification is proposed by Crows (1963 : 181),

He divides
conflict into three categorics, as Shaw and Jones did Hnu.'ﬁf'e; Crows's
classification is mainly focused on psychological conflict, while further
description  discusses  the types of desire within one’s mind and the
classification is based on the valve of each desires.

1. Approach-Approach Conflict;
This type of conflict is represented by behavior that functions during
a situation in which to be selected.

<. Avoidance-Avoidance Conflict
The individual whe is caught between two sets of undesirahle goals
experiences this type of conflict,

3. Approach-Avoidance Conflict:
This type of conflict represents a conflict situation in which an

individual is both replicd and attracted by the goals involved.
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Jones in Qutline of Literature asserts that psychological is the condition
of a man who is struggling apainst conflict with himself, his conscience, his
gwilt, or simply trying to decide what he is going to do (1968 ; 31). About the
meaning of psychology, Dagobert D.%s meaning says that pPsychology is the
science of the mind, its function, structure, and behavioral effec (1963 : 258).
In the other hand, Smith mentions that;

Peychology is  svstematic knowledge of psychic phenomena
including what s called sensation, perception, imagination,
memaory, thought, judgment, voluntary, behaviors, the self, beliefs,

According to Webster's third New International Dh:tinnaf_-,r. the meaning
of psychological conflict is the mental, attitudinal, motivational, or behavigral
characteristics of an individual or g type, class, or gruulr:;'nt: individuals
(1981:1833). While, Morris defines that psyvchological conflict 15 g -CJ.EI.HH, a
struggle, and a controversy pertaining of mutually exclusive 'un__pulsea desires or
tendency (1971 ; 279). In Earp explanation, psychological or mental corflet is
the process in which two or more opposing ideas or whiahég E;_tr;;: for the
conscious control of individual's behavior (1972 : 91),

Based on the definition above, the meaning of paychological conflict can
be explained as the competition or struggle between desires when a person
CXpericnces tWo or more exireme op incompatible desires, which are dealing
with the will or mind. Beside it, paychological conflict means a condition when
someone faces two or more desires which come in his mind, This condition
usually causes emotional stress and frustration toward him.

From the meanings of psychological conllict as explained in this chapter,
the analysis on the main characters in The Lyrical Prose of Metropolis Part 2.

Lyric always open Up opportunmites for writers to l:.q}n_-lﬁﬂ his literary
creations included prose. Further it is said that it is the writer's opportunity to
give free expression to his ideas about life, as the lyric is his opportunity to
express his emotions (Boas and Smith1934 : 395), Metropolis Part 2: Scenes
From A Memory owns this lyrical characteristic. Even though it is a lyric of a
song, there is a dominant literary characteristic of a prose style, while the
dominant characteristics of this Iyric is it's being & narrative. That is why the
erm used in this thesis, as it is mentioned m the title Metropolis Part 2 Scenes
from A Memory is mentioned as a lyrical prose.

The term prose in this thesis does not mean prosaic form as it is found
in novels but underscores more on its style as well as its characteristics that is
narrative. Oxford lustrated Dictionary explains that the meaning of the word
narrative is tale, story, recital of facts and a kind of composition or tallk itself to
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tale, story or recital facts. As the text of the subject of this thesis analysis is
