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SUMMARY

Improving the Seventh Year Students’ Vocabularyigeément by Using Flashcards
at MTs Negeri 2 Jember; Eriesyah Anggana Pratarf8210491052, 2010: 40
pages; English Education Program, Language and Edscation Department,

Faculty of Teacher Training and Education, Jembevéfsity.

This classroom action research was intended taowepthe seventh year
students’ vocabulary achievement at Mts Negerirdbdé in the 2010/2011 academic
year. The subjects of this research were classAVTThis research was done in two
cycles in which each cycle covered four activitiesnely: planning of the action, the
implementation of the action, classroom observatiod evaluation, analyzing the
data and reflection. This primary data about tha&lemts’ vocabulary achievement
were collected by using vocabulary test and cldssevation. The collected data
were analyzed statistically and non statisticallhe criteria used as the main
consideration to determine the success of theraiiere as follows: 1) at least 75%
of the students got score7O (good score category) and 2) at least 75% of the
students were actively participated in the teaclh@agning process of vocabulary by
using flashcards. Meanwhile, the supporting dateevesllected by using interview
and documentation.

The results of the vocabulary test after the adtnothe first cycle showed that
the percentage of the students’ who got good scategory ¥70) was 70.83% (17
students). The cycle of this research was congidanecessful if 75% of the students
got score>70 (good score category). It means that the tapgetentage of the
students gaining>70 (good score category) had not been achieved Het.
observation was conducted by using the observatioecklist containing some
indicators, namely: 1) the students raised theindeawhen the teacher gave oral
guestions about the flashcards, 2) the studenisemad the teacher’s oral question,
3) the students paid attention to the lesson, gnithel students did the vocabulary
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exercises. In Cycle I, the results showed thatethegre 15 students or 62.5% who
were actively participated in the teaching learngngcess of vocabulary in the first
meeting and there were 17 students or 70.83% whwefc participated in the
teaching learning process of vocabulary in the is@eneeting. Therefore, the actions
were continued in Cycle Il by revising the teachieghniques in Cycle I. The
revising teaching techniques were:

1. The pictures in Cycle 2 were bigger than in thel€ylc

2. The researcher and the teacher gave five timdashihg the pictures.

3. The students were asked to work in pairs to dwtivabulary exercises.

4. The researcher and the the teacher gave severdsdooifash each picture.

Having conducted the action in Cycle Il, the resof vocabulary test showed
that the percentage of the students who got scef@s increased from 70.83% (17
students) in Cycle | to 87.5% (21 students) in eytl In cycle Il for the first
meeting, there were 18 students of 24 students Y ¥8% were actively participated
in the teaching learning process. In the secondinggehere were 20 students of 24
students (83.33%) who actively participated in I@ag learning process. It means
that the students were more active in Cycle Il ima@ycle I.

Based on the result, it could be concluded thatude of flashcards could
improve the students’ vocabulary achievement amit thctive participation in the
teaching learning process. It is suggested that tHaeher vary their teaching
technique by using various media or teaching datsexample flashcards to improve
the students’ vocabulary achievement. The studmmetsuggested to be more active

in the learning activities in the class to impralieir vocabulary achievement.
