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SUMMARY

A Study of the Grade 8 Students’ Achievement and Téir Difficulties in Reading

Among the four skills, reading is considered tattoe important skill because
it becomes the central of the teaching and learpirmgess. Most of the teaching
learning process is associated with reading. Idingaa recount text, it is not always
easy for the students to comprehend the text. Soreetthey experience difficulties
in reading the recount text. This research is i¢ento describe the grade 8 students’
achievement and their difficulties in reading rewbuexts at SMP Negeri 1
Banyuputih Situbondo. It is related to their acleleent to cope with the problems in
comprehending word meanings, sentences, paragraptshe whole text.

The respondents of the research were the graded8ras of SMP Negeri 1
Banyuputih Situbondo. The respondents in this mebeavere taken by using
proportional random sampling by lottery from thexsting regular classes because
they were parallel classes as informed by the Ehgieacher. The number of the
respondents were 28 students taken proportionaliy those 4 classes.

The primary data were collected from the readirsg) &d questionnaire. The
supporting data were collected from interview, dodumentation.

Based on the research result, it was known that stiudents’ paragraph
comprehension achievement was the lowest or it lsansaid that paragraph
comprehension was the most difficult among the ratindicators. The percentage was
16.67%.

Meanwhile, as stated in the result of data analgsid the classification

presented in Table 4.1 (see page 36) and Tablésdelpage 40), in general the 8
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grade students’ achievement in reading recouns tets classified as ‘failed’ (M=

32.97%). This result was supported by the resuiteazh indicator, namely the

percentage of the students’ word comprehensioneaehient was categorized as
failed (M= 34.92%). Then, the percentage of theletis’ sentence comprehension
achievement was categorized as poor (M= 44.84%gdthtion, the percentage of the
students’ paragraph comprehension achievement wtggarized as failed (M=

16.67%). The last, the percentage of the studeexs’comprehension achievement
was categorized as failed (M= 28.57%).

Based on the result of this research, it is reconteé to the English teacher
to train and give more drill, especially how todithe word meaning and how to get
the meaning of the sentence in the contexts. Theests’ difficulties in reading
recount texts, especially paragraph comprehensam lee overcome when the
students have enough vocabulary and know the mgafithe word in the sentence.
Thus, the teacher is suggested to give more exjpanabout how to get the meaning
of word as the key point to understand a recouwit Tehen, it is also recommended to
the students to do as many exercises as possibddinglewith the word
comprehension, sentence comprehension, paragraphprebension, and text
comprehension in reading recount texts to incraas@& reading comprehension
